5. Devil’s Rope Museum in McLean (picture of the museum) 
6. White Buffalo Statue in Snyder (picture of the statue) 
7. Seminole Canyon State Park (picture of the visitor center) 
8. Statue of Sam Houston in Huntsville (picture of the statue) 
9. Our Lady of the Lourdes Shrine in Rio Grande City (picture of the shrine) 
10. Goose Island State Park (picture of the Big Tree of state park sign)
